
Prayer Guide 2025



As CampOutrageous 2025 approaches, I ask you to join me in praying for this year’s event. I am 
so excited to see all the kids and volunteers. This year’s theme is Quest Out West, and we will 
teach biblical truth from Genesis 1, Genesis 3, Luke 2, and Luke 23. These biblical texts provide 
a clear message of salvation and evangelism.

The first four lists 
contain prompts for you to pray during the final days of planning for CampOutrageous 2025. 
Please pray through those requests on a daily basis. There are also requests listed for each day 
of CampOutrageous so you can help us cover every day of the event in prayer. Lastly, we have 
included several personal prayer requests at the end of this guide that were submitted to us 
directly from the classroom directors.

Please join with the entire CampOutrageous prayer team as we pray BOLD PRAYERS for God’s 
blessings on CampOutrageous 2025. 

Sunday, June 1
• Pray that Children’s Ministry receives all the snacks, water 

bottles, and candy donations they need.

• Pray for the CampOutrageous leaders as they create classroom teaching plans

• Pray for the children who have already registered for CampOutrageous.

• Pray for all the staff, cast, and crew members serving at CampOutrageous.

• Pray that God will provide volunteers for any positions 
that need to be filled at the last minute.

• Pray for the CampOutrageous promotions occurring outside of Bellevue (e.g., advertisements, 
invite cards, and personal conversations), that they will draw many children to come.

• Pray for the volunteer meeting happening this afternoon at 4:00 in the Worship Center.

Thursday, June 12

• Pray for a hedge of protection around Bellevue’s campus 
as we share the message of salvation.

• Pray that the end of CampOutrageous will be a success.

• Pray for the missions offering that has been collected, that it will be used to share the 
message of Jesus with children around the world, but especially at The Ranch at Millington.

• Pray that there will be enough money to cover all the needs of The Ranch at Millington.

• Pray that the kids will be obedient to leaders.

• Pray that the kids will be attentive during Bible study, 
and pray that there will be no distractions.

• Pray that the kids will participate in all the activities.

• Pray that parents and families will be reached through the kids who attend.

• Pray that the kids will be able to attend every day.

• Pray for travel safety for everyone attending CampOutrageous.

• Pray that biblical truth will be presented properly for each age group.

• Pray that 5th graders will grow to be amazing future leaders.

Prayer Requests for Volunteers

• Pray for favor with the kids and their parents, and pray 
that parents will be kind and understanding.

• Pray for the volunteers to have peace while sharing the Gospel.

• Pray for the students involved in the presentation to have 
energy, have good health, and be holy.

• Pray that all the volunteers will arrive on time and have 
a good attitude, even when under stress.

• Pray that the volunteers will love the kids, even those who are hard to love.

• Pray that everything about CampOutrageous is Holy Spirit–led.

• Pray that the children of teachers will accept Jesus as their Lord and Savior.

• Pray that all the volunteers remember that God is in control of every detail.

Prayer Requests for Staff Members
• Pray for Bellevue staff members to have mental clarity and wisdom as they
